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Here is a simple food chain. Can you see the way the food energy flows?
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The world is held together by a food web.


This means everything eats something.


When you draw lines between animals and who or what they eat, you get a web.


Animals eat to get energy.


To see the flow of energy through animals you get a food chain.


The sun provides plants with energy to grow.


In a food chain you have a decomposer (fungi/flies/maggots/worms) producer (plants) a primary consumer (herbivore/omnivore) and secondary consumer (predator/omnivore). 


Sometimes you have tertiary consumers (apex predators/omnivores)
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Challenge.


Make your own food chains with animals you have cut and pasted from the internet, or drawn from a book. You can use animals you only find in the sea, or maybe in a river – you choose.
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CHALLENGE: Draw arrows between all these land animals and plants to show who eats who?
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CHALLENGE: Find out about creatures and organisms that live in the arctic/antarctic?
